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Land Tenure Institutions and Poverty Reduction in Sub—Saharan Africa
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Not only the incidence of poverty but also the scarcity of land has been increasing in Sub—Saharan Africa.
Since the majority of the poor depend on land for their livelihood, it is extremely important to transfer land
from large wealthy farmers to small poor farmers. Also important is investment in land improvement. By
inviting experts on the land tenure issues in Sub—Saharan Africa, this pen seminar attempts to shed new
light on (1) the equity effects of land sales and tenancy transactions, (2) the efficiency of tenancy
contracts, and (3) the role of land rights in improving land use and management.
